What is a Mock Trial? 

A mock trial is a simulated court case in which teams contest a fictitious WA legal matter presented in the WA court system. The cases are presented by two teams - a prosecution/plaintiff team and a defence team - made up of students playing the roles of barristers, solicitors, witnesses and court officials. 

You will be coached by a real barrister (lawyer), argue in a real courtroom and be heard by a real magistrate (judge). In doing so you will gain a valuable insight into the Australian legal system, develop your research skills, and perfect your persuasive argument abilities, all within a team environment. 

You will, however, need to commit to an hour once per week outside of school times and 3 hours on the night of a trial. 
Who can participate? 
The competition is open to students enrolled in years 10, 11 and 12 and who are not older than 18 years of age as at 31 December of the year of the competition. Registration fee is $70 for each team. There is no limit on the number of teams a school can register.

A team must consist of no fewer than eight students and no more than 12 to take the following roles:

· Two (2) Barristers

· Two (2) Witnesses

· One (1) Instructing Solicitor

· One (1) Court Orderly (or Judges Associate/Magistrate's Clerk)
· Six (6) Reserves (maximum) - the minimum of 4 Reserves must attend coaching sessions.

· Schools may enter more than one team, however no student shall be included in more than one team.

REGISTRATION must be lodged no later than Monday 17 February 2014.
