	3. Equipment: clear list all of the equipment that will be used, (amounts of solutions, safety equipment, how much of each equipment etc)

	4. Diagram: draws a clear and labelled diagram of the experimental setup (apparatus) – should be at least ½ page in size

	5. Method: numbered list of all of the steps that will be followed during the experiment. Must be very clear and easy to follow. Mention the equipment (how much of the equipment? E.g. 2 drops? 3 leaves? Etc), safety procedures etc.
	5 marks

	6. Results: A table that shows all of the important observations that were made during the experiment. The table must have a title as well as labelled columns and rows.
	4 marks

	7. Conclusion: Make a general statement from results of the experiment.
	         1 mark

	8. Evaluation: If you were to repeat the experiment, what would you do differently to improve it? (at least 2 ways)
