Input and output

Input devices are any device used to transfer data from outside the computer system to inside the computer system. 

Output devices transfer data from the computer system in the form of text, images, sounds or other media, in a format that the user can understand.

Processing devices take the input from the user, convert it to a format understood by the computer, allow changes to be made to the data, and finally display the information on output devices so that the user can understand it.
