Set up for your laboratory write-up.

1. Title page that include: 
· Title of topic.

· Name 

· Course 

· Due date

2. Introduction: 
a. Gives a clear statement about the aims of your study (states the specific question your study is about).

b. States your hypothesis for the study and any reasons for this hypothesis (if there is one).

c. if no hypothesis is used, a research question should be posed.

d. Provides any relevant background information to your study.

e. Explains any specialised terminology.

f. Gives the reader/marker a clear idea of what the experiment was about and what you aimed to achieve from it.

3. Hypothesis. A statement linking the independent and the dependent variables together.
4. Variables:  

a. Independent variable – something you change.

b. Dependent variable – something you measure as a result of the changes you made to your setup.

c. Controlled variables – those you keep the same.
5. Equipment – list all the equipment you will need.

6. Methodology – step by step instructions on how you set up and conducted your experiment.
7. Processing of results – put your table and graph. 
8. Analysis of data – this is discussion of why you got the results you got.  
· Talk about the general trend in your graph.
· Relate the independent and dependent variables together. 

· Describe scientifically what is happening in your experiment.

9. Evaluation – talk about how did your result go?  
· Do you agree with them?  
· Why do you think the data may not make sense?  
· What source of errors that could have taken place?
· How could you minimise those errors in the next time if you were to do it again? Be specific. 
10. Conclusion – did your data support/refute your hypothesis?
· Summarise your findings.
11. Bibliography – Use more than one resource.
