	Task 3: Production Task
Through researching and exploring the roles of a production team, students will prepare and present a design package that outlines the process and product in relation to A Streetcar Named Desire by Tennessee Williams.

	Task 7: Storytelling Performance Task

	Task 6: Practitioner Task
In small groups, students will be allocated a Drama practitioner. Students will then prepare and present a 2-3 minute tutorial on the conventions and theories of the chosen artist. In addition, students will present a 3-5 minute performance to the class that demonstrates the practical understanding of the relevant conventions employed by your chosen practitioner.
